INTRODUCTION

AACE International and AACE Montreal Section are dedicated to advancing the study of cost engineering and/or
cost management disciplines.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

Scholarship students are selected based on the scholarship application, which demonstrates the student’s
academic performance (35% - require official transcript), extracurricular activities (35%) and which includes a
one-page essay (30%) identifying why the study of cost management and related principles is important to your
academic objectives and career goals.
